CCHBA ~ Honey Contest
Contest is during the August meeting

All honey entered must be from a CCHBA member beekeepers own apiary and from the 2016 honey crop.

Entries will be collected at a table near the entrance and the name badge table.  

Each entry must be in a one pound glass Queenline jar with the white plastic top so that all entries are judged on an equal basis.  

All entries must not have a label or member identifying mark when released at the entry table.

Entries are limited to one entry per family/per category.  ‘Category’ is defined by the form entries that are submitted.  (ie., 8 categories –dark honey,  dark amber, amber,  light amber, light white honey, chunk, comb, and creamed)  

Perfect density will be 16.6% moisture.  All entries should be clean inside and out, full, and free of bubbles, insect parts or debris.  There should be no smoke, chemical, or scorched flavors.

A $3 entry fee, per entry will be collected when honey is received on the day of the event (with the exception of first-year scholarship students who are free.)
 (Fees will be waived for first year scholarship students and entry limits will apply.  Family members of those students will be required to submit the entry fee, if they choose to compete in the contest.)

Fees collected for the CCHBA Honey Contest will not only help our club by purchasing additional honey judging equipment, but it will help offset the cost of paperwork, ribbons, and our judges ‘Thank You’ gifts.  
First, Second, and Third prize ribbons for each category, and ‘Best of Show’ recipient 

Ribbons will be presented at the September club meeting.
